Reflection on Sunday’s readings:
First Reading: Gives us an early glimpse of the extravagance of God’s mercy revealed in the very first book of the Old Testament.  In this passage from Genesis, we find Abraham testing the limits of God’s kindness and patience with His people. God tells Abraham that despite the terrible depravity in Sodom and Gomorrah, for the sake of just a handful of innocent people, He would spare them all.  This passage illustrates two basic truths of Christian stewardship;  what an infinitely loving God we serve and what a privilege we have in our gift of faith, a gift that we must share for the sake of others.
Second Reading: Reminds us of this stewardship basic:  Christ “brought you to life along with him, having forgiven us all our transgressions; obliterating the bond against us….nailing it to the cross.”  Jesus loves us so much that he took on our sins to free us from death and offer us eternal life.  What a generous Savior we have who gives us the gift of eternal life.  This truth should fill us with overwhelming gratitude, inspiring us to share our lives generously with others as faithful disciples of our Lord.
